There are
times when you leave that grouping very quickly, because it does not feel like
Home.

As I have said, in the world you have a certain code that varies from culture to
culture, but a certain code of behavior that is understood. Many times it is an
overlay of what the parents, the older ones have been taught, what they
sometimes rebelled against, what they did not want to be feeling and seeing, but
it was passed down to them, and then you have either accepted it or walked away
from it, and you have had your own way of shaping and molding.

You have come a long way with it, because you have come to a place where you

are accepting your own judgment of things: not somebody else's judgment of how
it has to be or how you have to interact, but your own judgment in asking, "Is
this loving? Is this healing? Does this help ones grow and remember?"

Because truly that is what you have agreed that you will do in a lifetime, that
you will help others to remember. And as you do that, you remember more and
more. It is very much like the stone that is thrown into the pond of water, and
the ripples go out. You affect one person. You give them love. You give them
understanding, encouragement, and then they pass that on as they interact with
other ones.

The opposite happens. If you are being or if you have seen others being
judgmental and being in a place where it is not loving, then that also goes out,
and ones run from it, if they can, to escape, to get away from it. Because as you
have experienced, it does not feel good if you are in a place of what I will term
negativity and judgment. You know that there has to be something more,
something loving.

The world, we have said to you many times, is of your making. What you see and
what you interpret is of your making. More and more you are seeing love, because
you are putting love out there. More and more you want to feel love and
understand the expanded view of everything, so you are making for yourself the
experiences that take you beyond the usual.

Sometimes this can be a bit scary in the beginning, because perhaps the
generational teaching has not spoken kindly of what you are experiencing.
Perhaps the generational teaching has said that it is something that you have to
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run from, that that's not the way to be; you have to fear it. And you have

wondered, "Do I have to fear something?" In truth, no, but the world voice can be
very strong and insistent, as you know, so that oftentimes certain circumstances
will come up, and you have knowing that you've been there before. "I have

encountered this once before, and I didn't like it. I have encountered the very

same judgment and the words before."”

Then you ask of yourself, "How can I see this differently?" And as you will take

the deep breath and you will sit with it for a moment or so, probably so, and
abide with it in the heart, you will be able to see it differently. Because, as you
have come to understand, the words, the actions that seem to be unloving are
coming from a place that does not remember love. It is coming from a place that
is fearful, a place that says I have to judge you first before you judge me.

So there is much of the world that, on the surface, can be hurtful. And yet if you
will abide with it and ask for the deeper meaning, you will see that the person
who made the acting in an unloving way is hurting, is coming from a place where
they have felt hurt, misunderstood. They have felt that they had to get the word
in first before you would perhaps say something to them that would be hurtful—
because of experience, because of generational teaching. Perhaps the family that
they were raised in was not a loving family, did not understand love, and was
afraid that if any love was shown, it would be a weakness, so they would strike
out first.

But as you love them, as you understand them and you know that it is coming
from a place of fear, a place of hurt, you smile. You may not be able to say
anything. You may not be able to even change how they are behaving and feeling
and interpreting things. But you do change yourself.

When you sit with something and you ask to see it in wholeness, in holiness, it will
change you, and that is what matters. When you ask, "How can I see the whole

picture, the holy picture of this?" it changes you. It may change others as the
ripples go out on the pond, but it definitely will change how you look at
everything that is going on and the interactions that you have with the family,
with the friends, the acquaintances, even how you look upon your politicians. They
give you the most wondrous examples of taking the deep breath, standing back
and saying, "Where is he/she coming from? Why is he/she saying such and such?"

And then you see them as the holy Child, acting out from what they believe their
truth to be. Then in certain cultures as to where you are right now, you have the
ability and the freedom to speak amongst yourselves and to say, as one, your
feelings about something when it comes to what is called the day of judgment,
the vote. You get to at least voice your opinion on it, and you are coming from a
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place that says, "This, too, is going to be healing. This that I sometimes see as
the out-picturing of separation—and there is much of that that you can see right
now—this that I see as the out-picturing of separation will lead to the atonement,
because everything serves the at-One-ment that brings everyone to a place of
understanding the Oneness, even though the pathway to it sometimes is a bit
rocky.

You have seen this. You have felt it, in this lifetime and in other lifetimes. You
have felt how the world can be most harsh, how the opinions of others and the
judgments of others can be from a place of fear striking out. You have seen and
experienced how it is to ask for guidance, to ask, "How can I see this differently?

How can I react to something differently; not only to react, but to act?"

And then you have chosen the path of love; not always the easiest path, because
quite often ones will not understand, and they will say that you are weak, that

you don't understand, that you don't really know how the world works, but you do.
They will judge you harshly if you are not expressing the same opinion.

But in the end, opinions are just words. Opinions are just passing and temporary,
because what one holds as an opinion one day can change the next day. You have
seen this for yourself. You have looked upon a situation and you have said, "Well,

that's really all wrong. That can't be. They—it's always they—should not be acting
the way they are acting.

And then a Light comes on within you, an understanding. You may still not agree
with what they are expressing, but you can see where they are coming from, and
you can see why they may be saying what they are saying.

You have one personality in this time [Donald Trump] who is very much out there,
very much expressing everything that he feels as power. If you were to see him
as the small one and to see how he grew up and what he felt—not what you
understand the upbringing to be, but how he interpreted it—you can see why he
says some of the things that he says, why he seems to have to be the force to
put it out there before someone else does. This was his way of making safety for
himself.

So as you allow yourself to go deep within and understand, to ask to understand
where another one is coming from, it helps you. It helps you not to be in a place
where you're all tight in judgment. It helps you walk easily through the world.
Now, the world is not, as you have understood, an easy place to be; not now at
this point. It is evolving, and there is a remembrance of how you have lived in
other civilizations and other times, where you loved, where you did not have to
defend, where you did not have to judge, where you did not have run.
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You know that. You remember that deep within you, and sometimes you have
asked, "Why don't I see that now? Why don't I feel safe? Why don't I feel the

love that I know is true?

You, as an evolving divine holy Child, have said, "I want to feel and experience

everything, including that which is not loving." And so you have brought forth
civilizations, actually in more horrendous ways than what you see now, where the
very physicality of you was threatened from the time you were birthed. If you
were able to live through what would be the first few years of life, you became—
as you see this one I am using as example—you became the powerful one who had
to strike first.

What you see with this one now, what he is exampling for you is a civilization, a
way of thinking that you have come from. You knew this. You enacted in other
lifetimes what he is doing. It is why you can relate to it, even though you don't

want to do that or be that right now, this lifetime, but you can understand it,
because you have been there.

In truth, none of you stray far from the median. This one looks to be quite out
there. If you would say, well, this is the median that runs right down the middle
here, this one is way out there. Well, in truth, he is not as far out there as
civilizations in what you call the past have been. He is actually rather mild
compared to what he has expressed as the conquering hero in other lifetimes, and
it is a remembrance that he brings forward. It is a scripting in drama, as all of
you are playing certain scriptings.

So you sit with it for a moment or so, you take the deep breath, and you look
upon this one as a most wondrous actor upon the stage—and he loves the stage.
